The Val G. Hemming Award is sponsored by the Department of Pediatrics, Uniformed Services University, Bethesda, MD. This award includes a $200 stipend, a plaque, and a travel grant enabling the student to participate in the Uniformed Services Pediatric Seminar Annual Meeting in March 2005 in San Antonio, TX. The award will be presented to the USUHS, HPSP, or ROTC funded medical student submitting the best paper on a pediatric-related topic in clinical or basic science research, excluding case reports. This award supports the recruitment of medical students to the field of Pediatrics and recognizes the additional effort and dedication necessary to perform research during medical school training. 

Abstracts are submitted to the Awards Chairperson and judged by a group of faculty. Selected abstracts will be asked to submit a full paper about their research. Selection criteria for the award winner will be judged on these criteria: 1) the hypothesis and objectives are clearly stated, 2) data presented support the hypothesis, 3) conclusions are justified and worthwhile, and 4) overall quality of the paper. Authors are encouraged to also submit their research to other scientific meetings. Research that has already been submitted for publication is still eligible for these awards. However, previously published research will not be accepted. 

Abstracts must be received no later than 17 September 2004 to the Scientific Awards Coordinator.  If selected to submit a paper, you will be notified later.
